TODAY IS PACIFIC ISLANDER AND ASIAN AMERICAN MINISTRIES SUNDAY 

PAAM (Pacific Islander and Asian American Ministries) 

Sunday is observed in the United Church of Christ (UCC) on the 

first Sunday in May to recognize and celebrate the gifts and 

contributions of Pacific Islanders and Asian Americans in the life 

of the UCC. PAAM is part of the UCC's Council for Racial and 

Ethnic Ministries (COREM) which advocates for the racial and ethnic 

concerns within the United Church of Christ. 

TODAY WE ALSO CELEBRATE LEI DAY 

Hawaiian lei are known as symbols of aloha. The first 

lei contest, referred to as Lei Day, was held on May 1, 

1928.  Poet laureate, Don Blanding, originally from 

Oklahoma, came to Hawaiʻi in 1915 after seeing a 

play in Kansas City called “The Bird of Paradise” that depicted a romantic 

(and completely fictional) Hawaiʻi. In 1927, Blanding and a fellow 

“Honolulu Star-Bulletin” newspaper writer named Grace Tower Warren 

came up with the idea of honoring the tradition of the lei, which they thought 

to be in decline. The first Lei Day was held on May 1, 1928, and was a 

resounding success. It took place in the lobby of Bank of Hawaiʻi and the 

official judges that day were: Princess Abigail Wahiikaahuula Campbell, 

Elizabeth Lahilahi Webb (lady-in-waiting for Queen Liliʻuokalani) and Aliʻi 

Lucy Kalanikiʻekiʻe Davis. The festival included a lei competition in which 

lei were judged based on the appropriate use of flowers and colors of islands 

as designated in 1923 by Hawaiʻi’s Territorial Legislature’s Joint Resolution 

#1. Ever since this inaugural lei competition in 1928, we continue to 

celebrate May Day in Hawaiʻi as being synonymous with Lei Day. It is our
